Standardization of practices throughout the state, especially for
Irrigation management (in NI /farmer assessment ) is another desired
benefit from e-Jalseva. Every three years, the accurate assessment of the
impact of water tariff structures will be possible due to the availability of
datainall categories e.g. impact of penalties due to excess water usage, or
the impact of discounts for agricultural type industries could be studied
with the exact quantum of water usage, amount levied and recovered. This
impact analysis will help rationalize the tariff structure based on various
matrices.

Maharashtra is the pioneering state for publishing annual reports
such as Irrigation status report, Water auditing report and Benchmarking
report. A majority of tables in these reports will now be generated through
e-Jalseva, saving great time and efforts for the statistical wing and
MWRRA. With the support of all employees in digitizing the departments'
entire data, e-Jalseva will deliver a lot of useful and accurate information
such as - number of beneficiary farmers, Project affected persons in
Maharashtra, NI users and NI usage,PAP's, water storage levels, rainfall
etc.. Farmers and Industrialists will receive water charges bills through e-
mail and SMS through e-Jalseva..

Friends, don't evaluate the e-Jalseva application by sitting on the
banks, jump into this movement, come up with improvements and get
those implemented, resulting to e-Jalseva evolving into a highly user
friendly and efficient final product that suffices the needs of all users.
